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Guidelines:
-The student must be at school all day every day
-If a student is at school for part of the day and leaves for a doctor’s appointment, they must bring in a doctor’s excuse. The only way to be counted present, therefore, is if and only if the student brings in a doctor’s excuse.
-Students who are in the nurse’s office and need a change of clothing will be counted present if the parent brings in the clothes: if the student is taken home, the student will be counted present but will not be able to participate in the “perfect attendance rewards or celebrations” due to not being at school ALL DAY.
Perfect Attendance Celebrations:
-Incentives in the classroom—can vary by teacher
-Grade levels with the highest percentage of attendees will be rewarded with special incentives
-3rd week of 6 weeks—students can have uniform free day (see calendar)
-At end of 6 weeks—students are rewarded with special incentive/s
-End of 1st semester party and/or end of year celebration for those with 10 a.m. attendance
Attendance is the Key to Success
Ted Flores Elementary is striving to attain a 97% perfect attendance standing for each six (6) weeks. This means that students should be coming to school all day every day. We encourage all parents to please follow our request for keeping tardies and early checkouts to zero or to a minimum. Students need to be at school so that they can progress in their education.
Perfect Attendance students are rewarded with “uniform free” days, certificates, awards, pizza, drinks, ice cream, and a jump castle and other rewards during some of the “end of six (6) weeks celebrations. 
Following are the “celebrations” that will be held for the six (6) weeks:
End of 2nd 6 weeks – pizza and a drink
End of 3rd 6 weeks – “uniform free day”, certificate
End of 4th 6 weeks – Happy Meals, Jump Castle
End of 5th 6 weeks – Ice cream floats, other reward
End of the year – balloons, hot dogs, chips, cookies, jump castle, certificates, other reward
*other rewards—tags, ribbons, pencils
**State law requires that a child between the ages of 6 and 18 attend school. A complaint against a parent may be filed in court if the student: *is absent from school on ten or more days or parts of days within a 6 month period in the same school year, or *is absent on three or more days or parts of days within a 4 week period.

Attendance is the Key to Success
*The most important thing a parent can do to support the academic achievement of their child is to bring them to school every day, bring them on time and keep from checking them out early.
Children cannot learn if they are not in school. Parents and students should make every effort to be at school everyday. Research shows that excessive absences, unexcused tardies, and unexcused early checkouts from school are detrimental to the academic success of individual students and classmates. A high rate of absenteeism often leads to higher dropout rates and lower graduation rates.
Students should arrive at school on time and should remain in school for the complete school day. Tardies and early checkouts will now be documented.
**As a community, we need to send the message to our children that education is important. At this early stage in their education we are creating a foundation and setting the expectations for their future success.
